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This is the first ever omnibus edition of Rajbanshi
novels. Written by one of the most powerful and
prolific authors, Bhagirath Das, this is a rare edition
that includes four of his much acclaimed Rajbanshi
novels —Kana Hudumer Gaan, Senduker Chorani,
Dangor Aai and Mashan Mangal — which are
creative testimonies of time and people, the stories of
cultural belonging, negotiations with transitions, and
the tales of personal and collective redemptions.
Bhagirath has sharpened the art of storytelling to
emerge as one of the most accomplished fiction
writers in Rajbanshi language.
